COUNTY COUNCILLOR.   The Annual Meeting of the County Council had been held, when the lack of full Council meetings had been raised.  It had been now agreed to hold ten full meetings a year in future.  There had been changes in the Executive although the Leader remained the same.  Senior and middle management staff were still leaving, including a long serving officer in Highways - Alan Bawm.  A new Health and Wellbeing Board had been set up for County to take some responsibility for the health of residents.  Cllr Jones had been appointed to this.

Locally, the play area/school fencing had been agreed and a contract placed so work should start fairly soon. There had been a good response to the Access to Services questionnaire; the results were being analysed to see what could be done.  A public meeting would be held locally to present findings and look for solutions.  A pilot scheme had been held to find volunteers to help people who were not already in the care system to claim attendance allowance and possibly other benefits to which they may be entitled.

403.
ACCOUNTS 2010/11.  The accounts for year ending 31 March 2011 were presented by the Clerk and were adopted.  They showed a year end balance of £5326 compared with £5845 the previous year.  The treatment of Fixed Assets had had to be changed as a result of guidance in the Audit Briefing.  Fixed assets such as the children’s play equipment had previously been depreciated and eventually written off, but following the then audit advice had been revalued at a nominal sum.  However the current instruction was that they should be valued at original cost price or estimated cost without depreciation until such time as they were disposed of.  The new values were agreed as on the Balance Sheet.

Local meetings with individual Chairmen and representatives were being held to discuss how Parishes could take over services currently provided by County.  A provisional date for the Stamfordham and neighbouring Parishes had been arranged for 10 June, venue to be confirmed.  These would involve a member of the Executive (not necessarily the Leader) and County officers.  It had been the understanding that the Leader and Deputy would meet individual Parish Councils for discussions, not just representatives together with other Parishes.  Council expressed disappointment with the new arrangements - Clerk to convey that to County.                                      [Cont’d

CLERK'S SALARY.  Clerk left the chamber for this item and on return was informed that his salary for 2011/12 would be increased by £50 to £1875.  Clerk expressed appreciation particularly in view of the general freeze on local government salaries.  There had still been nothing definite on PAYE arrangements and HMRC were not replying to NALC.  Clerk was trying to register Council as an employer on line but HMRC was not being co-operative.  Chairman and Vice-Chairman were authorised to take whatever action were necessary to join the PAYE system.

NORTHERN ROCK CYCLONE 2011

S

tamfordham and the surrounding area will host the British National Road Race Championships for Men and Women on Sunday the 26th June. This is the first time these Championships have ever been held in the NE and is a huge accolade for the whole area.

The event is creating excitement with the National Sporting Press, as it will be the only time that so  many British Riders who hope to compete for Britain in the 2012 Olympics will be seen all together. It is very important for them to wear the Champions Jersey for the next year in order to be considered for Olympic selection. Already it is confirmed that the event will be covered by BBC NE, BBC Sport, Sky Sport, Sky News, ITV NE, ITV 4 and BBC Wales. 

In order to ensure that the whole event runs smoothly, a number of traffic and crowd control measures have been put in place by a number of Agencies working with the event. In short these measures are:

· Pre-event signage will go up around the area two weeks before the event. 

· There will be a TRO 16a in place, which controls traffic flow and is implemented by Northumberland County Council. This restriction order will allow free passage for the Championships and is effectively a rolling road closure. It is instigated and controlled on the day by the National Police Escort Group in conjunction with Northumbria Police and the National Escort Group.

· On the day of the event Hatton Traffic Management in collaboration with Northumberland CC will cone and sign the village to stop spectators coming into the village and also allow residents free access. There will be marshals and security staff in place to ensure that signs are obeyed.

· Spectator parking will be outside the village in a field provided by Mr & Mrs Dodds. The proceeds from the Parking will go to the Church.

· Portable Toilets will be placed at the Village School, Hall and on the Village Green to cope with the number of spectators expected.

· First Aid will be provided by St Johns Ambulance for any incidents.

The whole village and surrounding area will benefit financially. The Organisers have already informed the Parish Council that they will put funds into the village for the use of the grassed areas. The Village Hall and First School will also benefit financially as they are being used as Race HQ and Changing Accommodation. Local businesses including the Pubs and B&B’s will also benefit.

I hope that the whole village will embrace the day and see it as an opportunity to see some of the best cyclists in the World in action and also show the National Media how friendly and beautiful the area is, which, in turn, can create a lasting legacy for the area.
