MINUTES of the previous Annual Parish Meeting held on 20 May 2009 having been circulated were taken as read and confirmed as a true record.  There were no matters arising.

CHAIRMAN'S REPORT.  Cllr Trevelyan mentioned:

*
Thanks to all Councillors who had contributed over the last year.  As the result of the resignation of Shiela Lough who was thanked for her services, there were now two vacancies on Council but this was on the agenda for the next meeting and it was hoped to co-opt one Councillor.

*
The Communicator had been published monthly throughout the year and delivered to village addresses, but not to outlying areas.  It can be viewed on the Parish Council website <www.stamfordhampc.org.uk>.  Once again, many thanks to David Stanley for producing and delivering it, also to the other distributors who willingly tramp around the doors.

*
Flooding.  During the year the Environment Agency had at last removed part of the upstream bank at the bridge and cleared out the second arch.  This seemed to have alleviated the problem during the recent heavy rains.

*
Former Public Conveniences. The County Council had now removed buried concrete paths, provided top soil and grassed over the site.  The area had been much improved.

*
Dog Bin.  After several years deciding on the site of another dog bin which would be acceptable to residents, one has now been installed on Grange Road.

*
Japanese Knotweed.  Several Parish Councillors set-to last year and cut down, bagged and disposed of at Kirkley Thorne the weed infestation.  The remnants were treated with weedkiller and have been treated again this week.  Chairman thanked all those who helped.

*
The bus shelter on Northside has been repaired and the roof waterproofed.

*
A bench seat provided in memory of Jean Quarzi and placed by the Old Bank was demolished by a contractor.  Chairman was in the process of having it replaced, hopefully at no cost to the Parish.

*
Harlow Hill.  A planning application for a substantial development at Harlow Hill had been made by Northumberland Estates.  Following a special meeting of Council which several Harlow Hill residents attended, an objection citing several points relating to over development and road safety had been submitted.  There had been no further news on this.

There were no questions from the floor.

LOCAL ORGANISATION REPORTS.  There were no reports offered.

PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS 2009/2010.  These were presented unaudited for information.  Cash balance carried forward to 2010/11 was £5845, being £494 more than the previous year.
