Planning applications.

Cllr Boylan declared a personal interest in CM/20100728 and did not take part in any decision.

CM/20100728 (Reconsultation) : Bell, Burnside Garage, Stamfordham.  Demolition of existing garage and construction of five dwelling houses, including modifications to access.  (Amended plans)

Objection entered on the following grounds:

*
The proposal would represent overdevelopment of the site unless one dwelling were removed.

*
The staggered layout proposed would be inconsistent with the other houses on Grange Road which have frontages in a straight line.
*
The number of bedrooms proposed indicates high occupancy so the proposed car parking arrangements 
would be inadequate and would be likely to lead to on-street parking which was unacceptable on a busy road in 
the vicinity of the First School.
*
The How Burn behind the site has been blocked and causes upstream localised flooding.  This water-course 
should be cleared to allow free flow as a condition of any planning permission.
